GLOSSARY

TERRACE: this term refers to the finishing area. Tanneries were built on two
floors: the ground floor with the drum and shipping area and a first floor with
large windows open to the ground, dedicated to finishing.

GOAT: trestle on wheels made of iron and curved wood on which the leathers
were laid during the various processes.

THREADS: refers to the taut plastic threads that make up the conveyor belt of the
spraying machine on which the hides are placed as they enter the machine and
removed at the end with a wide movement of the arms that seems to "make
them fly".

CAROUSEL: the rotating arm of the spray that supports the guns that release the
product onto the skins.
